Location

The town of Wyalkatchem is situated on the Goomalling - Merredin Road on the Pioneer Pathway,
186 km North East of Perth and 116 km from Merredin. The economy of the Shire is reliant on
agriculture, predominantly in the form of wheat and wool production.

With the retirement of the (i 2 & Jo€}@t, the Shire of Wyalkatchem, in conjunction with the Shire of
Koorda, purchased the existing practice. The purchase was done so that a replacement doctor could
be guaranteed for the Wyalkatchem, Koorda and Dowerin communities.

The new Medical Centre was constructed and although in operation since December 2008, the
Wyalkatchem Medical Centre was not officially opened until the 9th October 2009 by Senator Glenn
Sterle.

The Wyalkatchem Medical Centre is a general Medical Centre with a pharmacy and provides primary
health services to the local communities of Wyalkatchem, Koorda and Dowerin.

The advantage of the Centre is that it provides a primary health service to not only Wyalkatchem,
but Koorda and Dowerin as well. It also attracts patients from the wider region.

With the pharmacy located within the Medical Centre and the opportunity to include other allied
